Homemade Laundry Detergent (liquid)
To be used in a front or top load machine

Ingredients
4 cups hot tap water

1 Fels-Naptha laundry soap bar*

1 cup Washing Soda* (NOT Baking Soda)

½ cup Borax*
5 gallon bucket with lid

Directions
-Put hot tap water in saucepan.  
-Grate the Fels-Naptha soap and add to saucepan.  (I use my electric grater)
-Stir continually over medium-low heat until soap dissolves and is melted.

-Fill a 5 gallon bucket half full of hot tap water. 

-Add melted soap, Washing Soda and Borax. 
-Stir well until all powder is dissolved. 
-Fill bucket to top with more hot water. Stir, cover and let sit overnight to thicken.

- Stir before each use. (The first time you stir it, it will be very thick and frustrating to stir; but just do it and each time after that, it’s no big deal to stir it quickly)

See below for measuring usage.

-Top Load Machine- 5/8 Cup per load (Approx. 128 loads)

- Front Load Machines- ¼ Cup per load (Approx. 320 loads)
This laundry soap does not leave any scent on the clothes.  If you like to have scent, I recommend choosing a scented liquid fabric softener when you wash to give your clothes the scent you like. 
*I was able to find these in the laundry aisle at our local grocer (Kohler’s)
